Road to Houston

Constructing the block:

For A : Cut four 4 1/2” squares

For B : Cut six 4 1/2" squares

For C : Cut two 4 1/2" squares

You will also need four 4 '/2"B & C half-triangle squares.

To make the halftriangle squares cut two 4 7/8” B squares and two 4 7/8"C
squares. Cut each square along the diagonal to make two 4 7/#" triangles.
Align on B triangle on top of one C triangle right sides together and sew
together using a scant 1/4”seam along the diagonal. Press open to the
darker side and trim up if needed to 4 1/2” square. Make 4. In part 2
of this lesson we will show an alternative version of making these. But

as one of your quilting buddies if they are already in the know about an
alternative method.

Assemble in rows as shown in the diagram above.
